Opulent and elegant, big yet refined, this Syrah brings 
ripe, bright fruits on the palate. These rows of  vines in 
the Phantom Creek Vineyard are perfectly protected from 
heavy winds, keeping the site warmer, longer. The increased 
sunlight and warmth bring ripeness which is evident in the 
plush and robust mouthfeel.

2017 growing season got off  to a slow start with bud break 
occurring nearly two weeks later than average. But this was 
followed by a hot and dry summer that really allowed the 
grapes to fully ripen. This was also a year of  reduced yields 
however, it resulted in small, concentrated berries that 
produced wines of  pronounced depth and intensity.
